WEB SITE PLAN ASSIGNMENT
General Information
All well-developed site projects require a plan.  Unplanned web sites LOOK poorly planned!  The following is what should be included in a web site plan, either personal or commercial.  Review the Plan Notes for additional information and see the Sample Outline for suggested format.
1) What do you want to accomplish?  (Select only one)
i) Share Personal Information.  For example Families, Pets, Hobbies
ii) Share Knowledge.  For example do you have experience or expertise in an area that others are unfamiliar with?

iii) Entertain Readers.  For example information, pictures, sound clips and videos about a favorite celebrity, sports team, TV show, etc.

iv) Promote Interest.  An example might be information about an organization or club you are in or would like to create; including schedules of meetings, upcoming events, detailed information about goals of the club, etc.

2) What is your THEME?  What type of image do you want to project?  Include colors, text, page design/style, number of pages, and components.
3) What is your topic and what type of information do you want to include?  Think in terms of graphics, e.g. art work, pictures, graphs, charts.  Make your theme match your topic.
Assignment
Due before starting a web page/site.

1.
Visit some sites and write down the addresses of two (2) or three (3) sites that will project the kind of image you want to convey and/or contain information about your topic.  These should be listed at the top of your plan.

Select your THEME, and prepare a plan for the page(s).  The plan should be in outline form but as thorough as possible, including content, images, and design.
