WEB SITE PLAN OUTLINE FORMAT

Web Page Design

You need to visualize how you want your web site to look, and then record all the details of the pages in outline form.  Your web site will be graded based upon the design you have submitted.  Changes can be made to the theme if you feel a different look will better reflect the topic, but you must submit those changes as an addendum to the original plan.  Text is assumed in the plan design and most must be original (not copied from other sites).  Remember, there must be more text than pictures/graphics.

Plans are worth 20 points each.

Be Creative!
I. Purpose of web site

1. What you want to accomplish; i.e. Share Knowledge

2. Topic; i.e. Family Site
II. Theme (all pages must follow the theme)
1. The image your site will project; professional, informal, detailed, etc.

2. Style and page design [plain, frame(s), template]

a. Must have a navigation/menu bar; indicate where on page(s)

3. Colors, background, text styles, 

4. Graphics, tables, forms, list items

5. (Estimated) number of pages in the site

a. Note:  You must include an introduction explaining (the purpose of the) site and some kind of closing action.  All pages must have a title.

6. Navigation elements/components: animations, counters, buttons, lists, tables, forms, banner/header, keywords, description, layers, etc.
III. Type of information to include

1. Art work, graphics, pictures, graphs, charts

2. Information (text is relevant to topic)
3. At least 3 related web site links

4. E-mail or contact link or form
5. Copyright
